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Finance panel will address issues in a reasonable
manner: Chairman

Not granting SCS is a serious disability for the State, he says

N.K. Singh, 15th Finance Commission Chairman, promised to address the
issues related to the alleged non-fulfilment of promises contained in the A.P.
Reorganisation Act (APRA) and other issues which Chief Minister N.
Chandrababu Naidu had raised during Thursday’s deliberations in a reasonable
manner subject to its limitations. He said the Special Category Status (SCS) did
not form a part of the Commission's Terms of Reference (ToR) and that the
panel would not like to cross its mandate. Addressing media persons at the
Secretariat, Mr. Singh said the CM had brought many issues forcefully before
the Commission and said the non-grant of the SCS was a serious disability for
the State. But the concept was not borne out of any recommendation by the
Finance Commissions and it was the outcome of a decision taken by the
National Development Council at that time when giving it (SCS) was
considered beneficial to Assam and Jammu & Kashmir. The status was later
conferred on the other sister States of Assam in the north east, Himachal
Pradesh and Uttarakhand during the tenure of Prime Minister Atal Bihari Vajpayee. The implementation of the
SCS was undertaken by the Planning Commission in conjunction with the Ministry of Finance. The 14th FC was
against the categorisation of States as special and otherwise and it preferred an examination of the financial
condition of each State.

Census figures

As regards the plea to consider 1971 census figures as the basis for the devolution of Central funds, Mr. Singh
pointed out that the 14th FC used a mix of 1971 and 2011 population figures in 17%:10% ratio as per the
presidential notification thereof. The 15th FC would consider the States’ appeal to take the 1971 census into
account but it was not obliged to assign a particular weight to the population. It would try to strike a balance that
would not in any way penalize the performing States that include A.P. which achieved a better demographic
management reflected in its quicker total fertility rate. Mr. Singh said the CM had said A.P. was bearing the
consequences of many issues starting with the distribution of assets between it and Telangana on the basis of
geographical location and debt with the population as criterion, financial disability that arose out of the Central
government’s alleged failure to deliver the promises under the APRA and problems in speedy completion of the
Polavaram project. These concerns would be dealt with in an appropriate manner given the fact that A.P. was
bogged down by the troubles involved in its transition to being a truncated State. Mr. Singh said the Commission
would give not only consideration but also maximum possible room to the demands raised by the CM and try to
enhance its resource base. A member of the Commission pegged the pre-devolution deficit that was quantified by
the 14th panel at Rs. 11,200 crore met through a horizontal devolution of a share of taxes and the balance Rs.
22,000 crore through a grant-in-aid.

and other infrastructure.

“Our State is a political victim.
Itisa victim of the century. Pro-
gressive States should not be pun-
ished. We are only requesting for
alevel-playing field, which is the
responsibility of the Centre to
create. We are also paying taxes
and contributing to national de-
velopment. So, why punish us?”
he said. He also pointed out that
the Centre had not implemented
several provisions of the AP Re-
organisation Act, 2014, and
sought the commission’s liberal
assistance keeping in view the
bifurcation woes.

Amaravati: Fifteenth Finance
Commission chairman NK Singh
has made it clear that the 14th Fi-
nance Commission did not ob-
struct sanction of special category
status to Andhra Pradesh and
that when it comes to his panel,
he cannot speak on it as it is not
part of its terms of reference.

Replying to a question at a
news conference here on Thurs-
day, Singh said: “SCS doesn’t form
part of terms of reference (ToR)
of the 15th Finance Commission.
We would not like to cross the
mandate as laid down in the no-
tification.”

Singh, after holding meetings
with the state government, vari-
ous political parties and other
stake-holders, said that he would
not make any comment on cen-
tral governmient the denial of SCS
to Andhra Pradesh. He, however,
expressed concern over the prob-
lems the reorganised state has
been facing after bifurcation. "I
was in Rajya Sabha when the AP
State Reorganisation Bill, 2014
was being passed. I was in favour
of the bill at that time but all the
same I am sensitive to the de-
mands of the people of AP,” he

said. Referring to SCS issue, he
said that the 14th Finance Com-
mission had nothing to do with
it. The special category status
(SCS) originally took birth in Na-
tional Development Council and
the Gadgil- Mukherjee formula.
It was first accorded to Assam and
Jammu & Kashmir and later it
was extended to North Eastern
States. "During Atal Bihari Vaj-
payee rule, SCS was granted to
Himachal Pradesh and Uttarak-
hand,” Singh said. He pointed out
that implementation of SCS was
undertaken by Planning Com-
mission in conjunction with Min-
istry of Finance.

When asked about central gov-
ernment’s claim that the 14th Fi-
nance Commission had suggested
against granting SCS to any state go-
ing forward, he said: “I do not want
to make any comment on central
government on what they did and
why they did. But what I can say is
that the 14th Finance Commission
was not in favour of categorisation
of states. It only examined the fiscal
position of the states”. .

Referring to the pleas of the state -
to the 15 Finance Commission, he
said that Chief Minister N Chan-
drababu Naidu explained the prob-
lems the state was facing after the
division of the state. Assets were di-
vided on the basis of location and li-
abilities shared on basis of popula-
tion. The promises made in the Act
had notbeen fulfilled by central gov-
ernment”.

Reacting to the plea for consid-
eration of 1971 census for devolu-
tion of funds as demanded by the
state government, Singh said they
had to abide by the ToR which sug-
gest that we should use 2011 census.
At the same time, he maintained
that Commission would not pe-
nalise performing states, which had
effectively implemented population
measures. He said that the Com-

- mission would use census data in
an innovative manner.

He was all praise for Naidu for
adopting technologies like Artificial
Intelligence, Robotics to help eco-
nomic surge in future. Improved
governance, enhanced life quality,
citizen empowerment and other
initiatives of state government are
very impressive. He said his com-
mission is committed for not only
consideration, but also to give max-
imum possible room for develop-
ment of state, within the constitu-
tional framework.

He said that the Cess and Sur-
charge were not part of the divisible
pool, hence the Commission would
not be able to recommend sharing
them between the Centre and
states.
