Methodology Adopted For Working Out The Provislon For
Parity Of Pay Between The Centre And The States.

The following steps explain the methodology used for working out
the provisions allowed to States for pay parity with the Centre.

1. This exercise hasbeendoneintermsof 17 representative
categories of posts which should account for bulk of the
employees. These categories have besn grouped in the different
emolument range as shown in Table 1 enclosed. Total number of
employees in each State is given in Table 2,

2. The comparison between the pay of employees in each
category under the Central Governmant and those under each of
the State Governments has been done in terms of basic pay atthe
minimum of the pay scales, the provision for payment of DA at par
with the Central Government having been allowed separately in
our assessment.

3. The comparison of basic pay of employees under the
Central Government and each of the States has been done as on
1.1.1989. For this purpose, the basic pay of specified categories
of State employees has baen notionally adjusted to CPI Y level
608 (1960 = 100} which was reached in Dacember, 1985 and on
which are based the revised pay scales (w.e.f. 1.1.86) of the
Central Government employees on the recommandations of the
Fourth Central Pay Commission. inthe case of States which have
not revised scales of pay after 1.1.86 and wherein pay scales are
linked to index level of less than 608, the basic pay of selected
categories of employees has been proportionately increased to
work out the notional basic pay at indax level 608. Stales of
Assam, Bihar, Kerala, Orissa, Tamil Nadu, Uttar Pradesh and
West Bengaliallinthis category. Similarly, incass of States which
have revised scales of pay between 1.1.86 and 1.1.89 and whose
scales of pay are linked to index level higher than 608, the basic
pay of selected categories of employees in these States has been
proportionately reduced to work out the notional basic pay at
index jevelof 608. Statesof Karnataka, Meghalaya and Sikkim fall
in this category. (Table3),

4. The average of the basic pay as on 1.1.89 under the
Central Gavernment and each State Governmentinraspactof the
selected categories of posts falling under each of the specified
range of emoluments has been worked out and difference
between the two ascertained. Thereatter, the percentage of this
difference to average basic pay of State employees in each
emoluments range has been derived.

5. As all the employess in a specific emcluments range ara
not expected to get the full benetit of the difference, the provision
required for giving benefit of parily has been moderated as
under:

{i} if the percentage difference is 10 or below, the benefit has
been allowad to 20 per cent of the number of amployees in
that range;

(ii) incases where the percentage difference is more than 10,
the baenefit has been extended to such number of
employees which is equivalent to twice the percentage
diffarance in that emolumenis range. This is illustrated
below:

it the percentage difterence is 30, 60 per cant of the
employeas in the specifiad emolument range have been
covered, However, if the percentage difference is more
than 50, the coverage have been limited to 100 par cent of
the amployess.

6. In the case of 10 States, viz., Arunachal Pradesh, Goa,
Gujarat, Himachal Pradesh, Haryana, Maharashtra, Punjab,

employeas in selectad categories in differant emolument ranges
was either equal to or more than the average basic pay of
corresponding categories, of Central Government employees.
